WHEREAS, The State of Alaska is enacting regulations permitting the cultivation,
testing, manufacturing, and retail sales of marijuana; and

WHEREAS, The Kenai Peninsula Borough may find it is in the best interest of the
Borough to levy additional taxes on commercial marijuana activities; and

WHEREAS, The Kenai Peninsula has the systems and regulations in place as a taxing
authority; and
